The aim of this initiative is to give PhD students in biomedicine or medical humanities up to six months funding beyond the end of their period of formal study to complete publications or develop engagement or dissemination activities. Applications are also welcome from students currently studying for a PhD who wish to carry out public engagement or interdisciplinary activities for a period of up to three months.  A break in studies will apply to this period, if your PhD funder allows it.

Awards will cover salary costs for the student on the Researcher 1 scale and up to £5,000 research/event costs, which must be requested as part of this application.

Application deadlines:

· Deadline of 30 November 2016, for consideration at the ISSF panel meeting on 6 December 2016;

· Deadline of 7 March 2017, for consideration at the ISSF panel on 22 March 2017;

· Deadline of 12 June 2017, for consideration at the ISSF panel on 27 June 2017.

This form should be filled in electronically and must include a statement of support from your supervisor (see section 9 of this form) and sent as an email attachment to researchgrants@bbk.ac.uk, together with a copy of your CV. Please type your answers where indicated. There are no predefined boxes to limit the length of your answers, but please keep to the specified word limits. Ensure that you complete all sections of the form, that you provide all the information we need, and that all information is accurate. Your application will be judged solely on the information provided in this form.
